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MICROPHONE REPAIR ORDER

Dear Customer,

Thank you for entrusting your microphone to us for repair. Our standard policy is to restore microphones as
closely as possible to their original operating specifications. Commonly for ribbon mics, the only work required
is ribbon replacement and general cleaning. Because time and countless sessions can take their toll, however,
some owners desire cosmetic repairs or full restorations as well to enhance the value of the microphone. Besides,
a “new-looking” microphone also can provide inspiration for the artist who has to work with it for hours on end.

We generally quote four to six weeks for microphone repairs. Many microphones can be completed in less time,
and “rush jobs” can be accommodated in two weeks for an additional charge of $100 per mic.

Please be sure to pack your microphone carefully, with an ample amount of cushioning when you ship it to us.
Ribbon mics are especially susceptible to damage during shipping.

Damaged or missing original RCA microphone parts often can be replaced with high quality AEA
replicas. (Your original parts will be returned with your mic.) AEA manufactures all parts for the RCA
44 and most of the external parts for the 77-series. All parts meet or exceed original factory
specifications (e.g. our $250 bright chrome 44 yoke is a bronze investment casting rather than the less
robust original zinc white metal casting). We also stock most of the parts for the Coles/STC 4038 and
can order all parts.
